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ORDER:

The Energy Department have stated that in the references 1% and 2™
read above, the Chairman & Managing Director, Transmission Corporation of
Andhra Pradesh (APTRANSCO) has submitted proposals for creation of 36 posts
in Engineering Wing (Electrical & Telecom) for new 400 KV Sub Stations at
Gajwel and Dichpally and strengthening of Telecom Engineering wing to meet
the work load.

2. The Chairman and Managing Director, APTRANSCO in the reference 1%
read above has stated that the APTRANSCO is transmitting power throughout
the state of A.P. at the extra high voltage levels of 132 KV, 220 KV, 400 KV.
Every year new service connections are being released in various categories and
power to be transmitted is increasing which is a continuous process. Thus
construction of additional substations and Transmission Lines is felt necessary
to meet the system demand from time to time and for transmission of quality
power. Accordingly, the erection of 400 KV substations at Dichpally and Gajwel
is essentially required under system improvement scheme to meet the
additional and increasing load demand in Nizamabad and Medak districts
respectively to improve voltage profile, better reliability & security and with
reduced Transmission losses of about 62 Megawatts.

3. The Chairman and Managing Director, APTRANSCO in the reference 2"
read above has stated that the APTRANSCO is engaged with the transmission of
Electricity throughout the State of A.P., There is continuous increase of power to
be transmitted and thus maintenance of connected Telecommunication network
in Substations and Lines is felt necessary for transmission of quality power. The
exiting Telecom setup was sanctioned before 1994 and later, no additional posts
were added to the cadre strength of Telecom Engineering wing commensurate
with the workload. He has further stated that strengthening of Telecom
Engineering branch in APTRANSCO is required due to commissioning of the
following major Telecom Projects.

PLCC / OFC network to the 400/ 220/ 132 KV system.
Satellite Communication System. (VSAT).

Unified Load Dispatch and communication project / system.
Broad band telecom network.

Digital Micro wave links.

Boundary metering date up - loading to EBC.

ERP Networking.
